Block Due Tuesday, 2/19/19, QBTS February Guild Meeting

We' re going to start out NICE & EASY
Block for February willbe a9 -patch
Composed ofnine4-1/ 2” patches
For an Unfinished Sizeof12 -1/ 2Fi ni shed Size 127

Colors to Use: Solid Red or “Reads as’”
White or White -on-White
Solid Pink or “Reads as” or Mostly Pi
Can be any combination of these colors, i.e.,
9 Shades of Pink; Red & White; Pink & Red; All 3 colors, etc., etc.

A minimum of one heart is required in the block  —this can be made using fabric with a heart printed on it,
an appliqued heart (either needle -turn or fused) on one block or over the entire block  , an embroidered
block in one square, etc. etc.
Somewhere there has to be at least one heart!

For each block submitted, you will have a chance to win all of the blocks.
