It’s time to sign up for the 2018 Quilters by the Sea retreat! We’re returning to The Trinity
Center this year in Salter Path, NC on beautiful Emerald Isle. Join us from January 18-21, 2018 for
three days and three nights of sewing, demos, games and a chance to get to know your fellow
guild members in a fun-filled, relaxing environment.

The Trinity Center is a retreat center owned by the Episcopal Diocese of East Carolina. We will
have exclusive use of their large conference building, which has ample room for sewing, as well
as two additional breakout rooms and a kitchenette for relaxing, snacking, cutting and ironing
stations.
